Scenario:  Using task-tracer to start my research work for my graphics project.

I execute the TaskTracer program.  The program opened a green window.  In the window, there is a section called “Recent Tasks” where it lists all the recent tasks it recorded.  The program has no task regarding any research in its memory, thus I needed to create a new task.  I’ve created a new task and called it CG research.  Along with the “Recent Task” section, the green window has “Recent Documents” and “Recent Web Sites” sections that correlate to the current task being recorded.   In my case, since CG research is a new task and I have done nothing yet, there is nothing under these sections.   
Now that I have TaskTracer up and running with CG research as the task to be recorded, I started my research.  During the next couple of hours, I browsed many websites, retrieved different files from remote file server, and opened and edited different files.   Naturally, being a procrastinating student, I did indeed surf irrelevant websites and played short game sessions during the research to rest my brain.  When I was done with the research, I closed the TaskTracer and turned the computer off. 

Next day, I started the TaskTracer to start my research session.  Under the “Recent Task” section, I selected the CG research task, which in returned listed all the websites and documents I’ve edited or created under the “Recent Document” and “Recent Web Sites” section.  My research required many sources, thus there were enormous amount of web pages that I visited.  This created some searching within the “Recent Web Sites” section in order to find the websites that I needed to continue with my work from where I left off yesterday.  If there were a way to find the last visited web site, or the most viewed web site within the “Recent Web Site” section, and order them accordingly, it would be more convenient.  In addition, there are many web sites that are irrelevant to the research topic such as the website for movie reviews that I surfed when I was taking a break.  If would be very beneficial if there were some recognition mechanism that deleted irrelevant material, or an interface that lets the user control what elements fit the task.  Besides websites, under the “Recent Documents,” it listed all the files I’ve edited.  And when I opened a certain file, it notified me where I left off last time I was working on the file.  It also listed some files that were used by the game application when I played a short game session during the break.  
After a short searching in the Recent Documents” and “Recent Web Sites” sections, I was able to start my research from where I left off yesterday.
