Scenario 7: - Getting Started

Art Majyor wants to install Tasktracer into his computer.  Art is not very experienced in working with computer, thus he needs a simple set of instruction that could easily guide him through the installation.  Art has this mindset that if he inserts the CD into the disk drive, it should open up a window that will instruct him in completing the installation.  He inserts the Tasktracer into the disk drive, and sure enough, the window shows up asking him if he wants to install Tasktracer.  Art clicks yes.  The window then displays some legal rights statement and asks the user if he/she agrees with the term.  Art clicks the agree button.  The next window asks Art where in the computer he would want the Tasktracer to be installed, providing a default location.  Art is fine with the default location, so he just goes head and approves the location.  The final window asks Art if he really wants to install the program.  Art clicks the ok button, and the installer automatically takes over from there and installs the program in Art’s computer.
