Scenario 8:  Adaptation

Amy and Bob both want the Tasktracer. Amy wants to use it as an everyday tool, such as shopping, cooking, travel deals, and so on.   Bob wants to use it for his academic tool, such as research, writing reports, and so on.  Amy requires lots of websites so she can surf around for best deals for shopping, different recipes for cooking, and deals on traveling.  Bob on the other hand will need much more resources ranging from phone calls to remote files.  The Tasktracer has no problem dealing with Amy and Bob.  It creates database holding the entire website for Amy and have features so she can locate the site she wants with an ease.  For Bob, the Tasktracer stores files, webstes, phone calls, e-mail addresses, remote server location, and other information in organized fashion so he can easily find what he wants.  Bob also wants to have subtasks for some of the main task. For example, under the task “Research”, he wants to add “Graphics” task so he can organize his graphics research.  The Tasktracer is able to create subtask for Bob.
