Use case for publishing a task to a different database:

1. The user right clicks the tray icon and selects the option to publish local data.
2. The system displays the names, descriptions, and last dates accessed of all of the tasks.

3. The user selects the task they would like to publish and clicks next.

4. The system displays a window with five tabs of publishing options.

5. On the general filter tab, the user selects the date range of tasks.

6. The user clicks the documents tab and selects the documents they would like published.

7. The user clicks the web pages tab and selects the web pages they would like published.

8. The user clicks the applications tab and selects the applications they would like published.

9. The user clicks the contacts tab, selects the contacts they would like published, and clicks next.

10. The system displays publishing statistics and prompts the user for the database information.

11. The user enters the database location and name, along with the username and password and clicks finish.

12. The system displays a status bar to show the percentage completion.
13. The system displays a final screen to notify the user of a successful database upload.

Alternative courses:

10. If the system displays publishing statistics that are incorrect,

10.1. The user clicks the back button.

10.2. The system returns to step 4.

12. If the structure of the database in not correct,

12.1. The system displays an error message.

12.2. If the user clicks ok, the system returns to step 12.

12.3. If the user clicks cancel, the system returns to step 10.

12. If the database information is invalid,

12.1. The system displays an error message.

12.2. The system returns to step 10.
