Use case for editing a task:

1. The user right clicks the tray icon and selects the option to show the task browser.
2. The system displays a window listing all of the tasks with a search capability.
3. The user double clicks on the task they would like to edit.
4. The system displays a window with six tabs of task editing options.

5. On the task tab, the user changes the task name and description.
6. The user clicks the documents tab and selects the documents they would like to remove from the task.

7. The user clicks the applications tab and selects the applications they would like to remove from the task.

8. The user clicks the web pages tab and selects the web pages they would like to remove from the task.

9. The user clicks the contacts tab and selects the contacts they would like to remove from the task.

10. The user clicks the phone calls tab, selects the phone calls they would like to remove from the task, and clicks ok.

11. The system returns to step 2.

Alternative courses:

3.   If the user cannot find the task, they enter search information.
10.1. The system displays results from the query.
10.2. The system moves to step 3.
